1. INTRODUCTION
Please prepare your paper in accordance to presented template. Submit papers by sending an e-mial addressed on an adequate conference event email address.
1.1. First Subtitle
Prepare your paper in full-size format, on A4 paper (210 x 297 mm). Number of pages is not limited.
Type sizes and typefaces: Follow the type sizes specified in Table 1. Times New Roman is the preferred font.

Margins: top and bottom = 25mm, left and right = 20 mm.

The column width is 82mm (3.23 in). The space between the two columns is 6mm (0.24 in). 

Left- and right-justify your columns. Use tables and figures to adjust column length. On the last page of your paper, adjust the lengths of the columns so that they are equal. Use automatic hyphenation and check spelling.
In a paper title, capitalize the first word and all other words 
except 
for  conjunctions,  prepositions  less than seven letters, and prepositional phrases.
2. FURTHER INSTRUCTIONS
2.1. Figures and Tables
Position figures and tables at the tops and bottoms of columns. Avoid placing them in the middle of columns. Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Figure captions should be centered below the figures; table captions should be centered above. Avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention in the text. 

2.2. References
Number citations consecutively in square brackets [1]. Refer to the reference number, as in Ref. [3]. 

Number footnotes in superscripts. Place the actual footnote at the bottom of the column in which it was cited. Do not put footnotes in the reference list. 

Papers that have not been published, even if they have been submitted for publication, should be cited as “unpublished” Ref. [4]. Papers that have been accepted for publication should be cited as “in press” Ref. [5]. 

For papers published in translated journals, first give the English citation, then the original foreign-language citation Ref. [6].

2.3. Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Do not use abbreviations in the title unless they are unavoidable.

2.4. Equations

Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence, as in
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Use “(1)” to refer to the equation.
